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Things You Need To Know About the 2010 Great Buckeye Tractor Cruise

· Registration for the 2010 Great Buckeye Tractor Cruise is $30. This fee includes a t-shirt, meals and snacks for the driver, liability insurance, and any other costs that incur putting the ride together.  Because this is a benefit, we challenge each driver to collect at least $100 in donations, but hope you will consider working even harder because every dollar raised benefits the young people served by Camp Quality of Ohio.

· Boggs Lodge of DeGraff will be serve an omelet breakfast for drivers and guests from 6:30-8:15 a.m. in the Grange Building at the Logan Co Fairgrounds.  The cost is $6/person.

· There is a mandatory meeting for drivers in the Grange Building at the fairgrounds at 8:15 a.m. prior to lineup.

· Our lunch stop will be at the Ohio Caverns.  Tours will be available for the discounted group rate of $12.50 for adults and $7.00 for children (age 7-12).  Please be aware that the tour is one mile in length and takes approximately one hour to complete.  We have time built in the scheduled lunch break for everyone to enjoy a tour.  The Ohio Caverns are a cool 54 degrees year-round so please bring a jacket.  The concrete pathway within the Caverns is not wide enough to accommodate strollers or wheelchairs.  Still photography is allowed inside the Caverns, but video cameras are prohibited.

· Our afternoon break at Marmon Valley Farms will coincide with their annual Family Fun Day.  The farm will allow tours, the gift shop will be open, and snacks will be available for purchase.  Most of all, they are excited to host our parade of tractors for their many visitors that day and we are thrilled for their visitors to see your tractors!

· Secure indoor storage is available for your tractor the night before the cruise at the Logan County Fairgrounds.  There is also ample parking for trucks & trailers, but please be aware the grounds are not secured overnight.
